Collaborative Activities

Link Enterprise:

The Link Enterprise (Link) has been a successful research and translational efforted designed to break down the social barriers that interfere with effective relationships and build positive relationships within schools, families, and community organizations. Link is a multi-pronged efforted that houses nearly 30 research and translational projects, with current research activities focusing on 6 of these projects -- The Children’s Attitudes, Relationships, and Education [CARE] project, the Fostering Adolescent School Transitions [FAST] project, the Assessing Positive Peer Learning Environments (APPLE) grant, Buddy Up (BU), Meet Up/Buddy Up (MUBU), and Successful Transitions and Relationships (STAR). Work on these projects involves weekly research team meetings, data management and analysis, and disseminating findings as well as future planning for next steps. We are in data collection in the field for one of these (APPLE). For 2021, the APPLE grant collected data for over 300 children and 27 teachers in the fall and will continue to collect data from these participants for multiple waves (two for students, three for teachers) using multiple methods. Lead faculty Hanish, Fabes, Martin, and DeLay. Sonya Xiao is a Postdoctoral Fellow
First Things First: 

The FTF project involves Fabes, Spinrad, Thompson, Valiente. We consult on how FTF AZ can improve their Quality First rating system for early child care centers.  We assist in the design of a large-scale study to explore how quality of centers/classrooms relates to children’s preschool and kindergarten success. This is a multi-million dollar project that will take place over 4 years. We began summer 2021.

Empathy in Nature:

This is a project in which Fabes, Martin, & Hanish are working with a CA-based group interested in developing nature-based preschools.  Our roles are to provide guidance about curriculum, develop sample materials, and to assist in philanthropic efforts to fund this project. In 2021, we developed a prototype curriculum for the preschool, a series of activities and books that reflect the values of nature-based programs. 

University of Rome Collaboration:

This collaboration is a long-standing international research and teaching partnership (since 2005). Key ASU faculty include Fabes, Martin, Spinrad, & Hanish as well as Eisenberg (Psychology). Tina Pastorelli leads the University of Rome team. Activities include joint research projects, conferences, publications, and student training. In 2021, projects were largely on hold due to COVID-19 except one data collection (online) and one research project from which results were published in 2021 (Baiocco et al,2021).

In the Children, Youth, and Family Google Trends Project, we use Google search data to analyze and gain insight into the issues of public interest and concern related to children, youth, and families. Because these data summarize billions of searches, they are a proxy for public interest in a topic, in this case in topics related to those who are most important in our lives -- our children and families. 

Google Trends data are an unbiased sample of Google search data. It’s anonymized (no one is personally identified), categorized (determining the topic or terms for a search query) and aggregated (grouped together). This allows someone to assess interest in a particular topic across searches for a given time period and/or for a given region of the world. It offers a reflection of the needs, wants, demands and interests of its users.

Better Together Challenge:

The Better Together Challenge was launched in 2017. The Better Together Challenge provides an opportunity for community engagement with middle and high schools by providing teams of students and teachers with support for developing and implementing programs in their schools that are designed to create inclusive, supportive learning environments. The idea for the Better Together Challenge is based on our ongoing research program. The Better Together Challenge has been supported by gifts totaling $27,500 from Nikki Halle. Hanish, Fabes, and Martin are the executive directors. This project has been placed on hold due to COVID.

This group’s objective is to become a site for information about children’s equity issues, and we began this year with tackling the distribution of preschool suspension and expulsions for each public school in the US.  The Office of Civil Rights data set was used to produce a hot map of sites whether suspensions and expulsions are high, and for which children (by race/gender) and this is correlated with a variety of factors such as census information, political affiliation of state, etc. This project led to a new grant and to several publications and reports.

Children’s Equity Project: (one member of founding group, involvement mainly 2019-2021)
The Children’s Equity Project (CEP) is a first-of-its-kind multi-university initiative established in 2018 and focused on designing and carrying out a cohesive and comprehensive national equity agenda across early childhood research, policy, and practice. The CEP focuses on conducting original research, working with the broader scholar community to translate equity-focused research, developing new practice-based tools and interventions where there are gaps, and working with states and communities to implement policies that result in more equitable early childhood systems. 

The CEP is housed at the T. Denny School of Social and Family Dynamics at Arizona State University. Key ASU faculty include Meek and Fabes. Hanish & Martin played secondary roles in 2021. Two postdoctoral fellows and three graduate students are involved in this work. It is led in partnership with other institutions of higher education. Institutional partners include:
