INSTRUCTIONAL INITIATIVES 
2013 – Invested hundreds of hours in preparing the new Online POR101 and POR201 courses, to be launched in 2013.  This initiative has required the development of new texts, exercises, videos, and the enhanced use of social networks such as Facebook to interact with students.
2012 - Promoted a new partnership with the School of Geographical Sciences and Urban Planning for a joint Summer Program in Brazil. In Brazil, students focus on urban issues found in the world’s mega-cities (like São Paulo), sustainability innovations (Curitiba), and socio-economic-cultural issues (in Salvador, Bahia – a UN World heritage site), as well as learn elements of Portuguese language and Brazilian culture.

2012 – Adopted new teaching materials (Ponto de Encontro – Portuguese as a World Language) including both textbook and workbook. Prepared a complete new series of tests and exercises for the ASU Blackboard for 2012, to be used in conjunction with these new materials.

2012 – Worked with Renata Matsumoto and Maurílio da Costa, Brazilian Fulbright Scholars selected to assist our department. I provided assistance and mentoring to them to ensure successful cooperation in our teaching, including the use of new materials, textbooks, exercises on the blackboard and new course syllabi.
2010-2012 – Provided support for the Language and Study Abroad Fairs, 

giving three mini lessons and inviting a local capoeira Group to discuss Brazilian Afro-Brazilian Culture and perform typical Capoeira dances for high School Students.
