Dr. Howell is Emeritus Professor of International Management at Thunderbird School of Global Management. Since 1991 he has been the International Affairs Editor of USA Today, The Magazine of the American Scene, published by the Society for the Advancement of Education. He has worked for more than fifty years in the fields of foreign policy and international relations.  He began as a Peace Corps Volunteer in Malaya (1963-65), and has worked at assignments at the Department of State (INR/SEA), the Foreign Service Institute, the Department of Defense (OSD/PAE), the Malaysian Prime Minister’s Office (INTAN and IDFR), Singapore Technologies, and Third Point Systems, a private defense contractor. Dr. Howell is currently Senior Adviser Emeritus for Methodology for The PRS Group, Inc., a political risk consulting firm, and has worked in various capacities with PRS since 1979.
