Being Nicaraguan in Costa Rica: Educational Opportunities and Social Justice for Immigrants, 1998
This qualitative case study investigation focused on the socio-cultural and educational experiences of undocumented Nicaraguan students in rural elementary and middle schools in Costa Rica. In this longitudinal study, 6 Nicaraguan students and their parents were interviewed during two different time periods over nine years. The study was contextualized in the relatively new phenomenon of the growing number of immigrants across the world that is moving to less developed country from even poorer countries. Findings suggest that despite blatant and overt discrimination, students made significant educational gains which has moved them up the economic and social ladder. At the same time students maintained strong national and cultural identies.
A Follow-Up Qualitative Study of the 2005 and 2006 CASS/ASU Program Cycles: Strengthening Early Education of Indigenous Children in Rural Mexico

Purpose and Background of the Study
As part of my sabbatical leave during Fall 2007, I would conducted a follow-up qualitative research study in the states of Chiapas, Guerrero, Jalisco, Nayarit, and Oaxaca, Mexico, with a representative sample of the indigenous community leaders who participated in the Cooperative Association of States for Scholarships (CASS) Program during the cycle years 2005 and 2006. The purpose of this study was to gauge the approximate costs and benefits of the program for the students’ personal and professional lives vis-à-vis the goals and objectives of the CASS grant.
Undocumented Nicaraguan Students Living with Single Mothers in Costa Rica: Seven Years Later
Purpose and Background of the Study
The purpose of this study was to use part of my sabbatical leave (Fall 2007) to follow up on a qualitative research study on Nicaraguan economic refugees that I conducted in Costa Rica in 1998. The focus of that investigation was the socio-cultural and educational issues faced by six undocumented Nicaraguan middle and high school students who were living in Costa Rica with their single mothers. Historically, Costa Rica has been a common destination point for poor Nicaraguans in search of better economic opportunities. The exodus of Nicaraguans (with or without documents) increased dramatically during and after the Sandinista Revolution, which ended in 1990. It is estimated that some 4 million Nicaraguans now live in Costa Rica, constituting about one-third of the total population. At times, Costa Rican officials have considered closing the border between the two countries. Yet Costa Rica has a deep history of political neutrality, peaceful orientation, democratic ideals, and goodwill toward its neighbors. By stepping outside the socio-cultural and schooling contexts of the United States, I was able to gain valuable insights into how other societies and school systems deal with the “other,” whether as equals or as subordinates. During this next phase of the study—seven years later—I learnws what happened to the students and their mothers
Escuela Primaria Henry Ford No. 150, Iguala, Guerrero, México: Perceptions of School Quality, Inclusion, and Hope in a Highly Marginalized Mexican Community

Background

In 1966 the Ford Motor Company in Mexico in partnership with the Office of the Ministry of Education (Secretaría de Educación Pública) launched an ambitious, innovative, and potentially impactful project which purpose was to build elementary schools in the poorest of the poor rural and urban communities of Mexico where competitive sales criteria of Ford products were met during specified periods of time.  To date, 206 such Henry Ford schools have been constructed throughout the rural and urban Mexico. The stated transformative aims of these Ford schools are to promote academic excellence, equity, inclusion, and democratic practices in highly marginalized communities.  Of these 206 schools, Escuela Primaria Henry Ford No. 150 in Iguala, Guerrero, México, has a reputation of being of high quality, inclusive, and a symbol of hope for its very poor community.

Like above Ford Foundation initiative in Mexico that seeks to blur the lines between the private with the public sector to educated Mexican children, increasingly in the United States there is much interest on also blurring the lines between public and privately supported K-12 schools (e.g. charter schools in Arizona).  In addition, children of immigrants are the fastest growing student population in the United States. Already the top minority in the United States as of 2003, with an estimated population of 38 million, Latino-origin immigrants now represent roughly 13% of the U.S. population.  Moreover, demographers anticipate that by 2010 the Latino representation in U.S. society will grow to 15% and to more than 24% by 2050. Based on these estimates, it is anticipated that by 2011 10% of Mexico-born population currently estimated at about 105 million persons will reside in the United States. And the state of Guerrero—one of the poorest regions in southern Mexico—is one of the major exporters of immigrants to the United States.  Many of these children immigrate with their parents to the Southwest, the Midwest and increasingly to Southern states. Schools, school districts, state departments of education, and teacher preparation institutions struggle to develop appropriate policies, and curriculum and instructional approaches to increase the academic achievement of these newcomers to the United States. In particular, preparing teachers who are culturally and linguistically competent to meet demographic demands is an ongoing challenge. The national shortages of teachers who can speak Spanish, which is the native language of 80 percent of all English language learners in the US, continue to be neglected by teacher preparation institutions. In addition, teachers often lack the cultural knowledge and international experiences that could prove useful to engage, understand, and identify the circumstances—including the challenges and strengths—immigrant children and their families face.  
One way for aspiring teachers to become better informed about culturally and linguistically responsive pedagogical practices for immigrant students is to have instructors who either have experienced first-hand such pedagogical approaches or that they have investigated such practices in the ancestral schools of these immigrant students. 
Purpose

This study (with Monica Camacho) had four objectives:

2. to travel to Iguala, Guerrero, during the last week of July or the first week of August, 2007,   to have a conversation with Mr. Baltasar Gerardo Bello Arriaga, Director of Ford School No. 150, to gauge his perceptions as why his school has earned a reputation among peer Ford schools as being inclusive,  strong academic quality, high teacher morale, and a positive psychological and educational symbol for the community.  While there, I would also like to talk with members of teaching staff, parents who have children enrolled in the school; a couple of 18-year-old students who have already graduated from high school but who attended the Ford primary  school; members of the community with and without children in the school; and the director of the Ford Distributorship for Iguala and the region.  To recruit the above persons I will rely on Mr. Arriaga (see enclosed Spanish/English conversational guide);

3. To draw teaching and learning implications which I plan to share in my students enrolled in undergraduate teacher preparation courses;  present findings of the study at the 2008 meetings of the Comparative International Education Society and the  American Education Research Association, and submit an article for publication to the Comparative Education Review;

4. Develop cross-cultural understanding within the context of globalization processes.
