I argue and show that hidden 
yet real ties connected ethnics of color and "white" ethnics in a shared intercultural history.  The immediate period is the second phase of the Civil Rights Era, between 1965 and 1973, reassessed from the historical perspective of events since then.  I argue that these years represent a cultural moment that in retrospect 
offers us a path into "interculturalism"--encounters between peoples of distinct ethnic groups.  Interculturalism is the primary theme of my book.
